Contractor shall
provide a log of pressures at least once per month to the Facility Management Team
and must provide a full log for the entire duration of each phase in their closeout
document package. A final compliance report must be approved by the Design Team.

Readings for the previous 1 hour, 8 hours, 24 hours, week, and month of each project
phase must be viewable upon demand.

Documentation of setup tasks, installation tasks, daily maintenance tasks, and

downgrading tasks must follow ASHE standards and must be documented.
